Call to Order 6:00 p.m.
Russia/Yuri Ustinov: Discussion on AWPC Amateur Raw Division on an International level. Define “Raw” equipped and or drug tested – Agreed both  
Russian will drug test at their Nationals.  Batcheldor - Raw assumes that all other lifters are taking something.  Not the case most countries testing is not available or offered.  Jarkko – Finland has division now but is not successful without International support.  Talk of records only no separate division.  Will establish a trial period with more talk before AWPC Worlds.  In addition to drug tested the only equipment allowed will be Belt & Singlet for the Raw Division.

USA/Mike Sweeney – Propose changing Amateur to 2 year suspension if tested positive instead of the lifetime ban.  Butenko/Ustinov majority Disagree
2007 WPC Worlds granted to Russia. Possible participation from Gt. Britain.  Discussion why no participation from GB at the European Cup.  Batcheldor- Too many meets and conflicts with dates.  Schedule dates so qualifier meets do not conflict with Europeans.
European Cup 2007 – Ukraine B wants to run WPC European’s to conflict with GPC – England will support WPC.  Date scheduled for 2nd weekend in May with every year to a different country to host event.
Russia/Yuri Ustinov – Discussion of establishing a EuroAsian Federation made up of countries from Europe and Asia to establish funding and organization.  All countries to pay WPC annual dues and follow the WPC Rules.  
Equipment:  Must have Technical Official available for lifters.  Equipment is now on an honor system, discussion of initiating equipment checks and procedure of such.  All agreed that equipment must be presentable, clean with no frayed material, bench shirts must cover armpits.  
Discussion of a Referee Clinic prior to each days lifting so all Officials are on the same page regardless of nationality. 

Mike Sweeney proposed to act as WPC Organizational Technical Officer – All agree

Discussion on future WPC World Meets – Score boards should be available and will prevent problems, should include lifter’s name, country and bodyweight.  Improved Awards Ceremony with platform for the lifters.  All lifters should receive a Certificate of Participation, signed and stamped.
Vote to not allow WPO lifters to lift in the WPC beginning 2007.  Top 5 winners from WPO cannot lift WPC. All agreed.  Some discussion on if a WPO lifter does not lift WPO for 2 years can they go back and lift WPC – discussion no vote/tabled.  
Discussion on WPC Ukraine President

Ukraine B – Growing and officially recognized by their government.
